My life stories are full of painful and wonderful moments. Most of these painful  
moments were blessings in disguise. I use these past memories to portray my  
messages with bright colors and my whimsically fun artistic style. When one looks 
closer into the paintings he/she can realize the depths of the messages - deception, 
greed, corruption, death, unity, perseverance, rebuilding, positive thinking, and faith. 
Each painting as the phrase “I want it all” hidden within the work.
 
In 2001 I started a visual diary based on my past. I’ve used different scenes from my 
gruesomely sad and wildly insane childhood moments. Page after page, one can im-
mediately feel the massive emotional undertow of the work. The drawings in the diary 
entitled ‘When God was asleep’ are created solely black and white with pencil and 
marker.
